Henry's Family

Henry's relationship to his grandmother in the first part of the book.

Granny Nash is described as a woman, who mainly interests for newspapers or reading in general. For example on page 37 between lines 17 and 21, she is reading advertisements in the local newspaper instead of participating in the (quite fateful) decision about the name of Henry. Additionally she seems to be great in giving more or less helpful comments during the birth of a baby (e.g. p. 27).

In the first description given about her, she stays rather mysterious. Henry is unable to give any detailed description about her, except that she always has a book with her (p. 9). Her identity is disguised by her black shawl she always wears.

With her affinity for reading and her more or less wise comments, she is presented as rather intelligent, which also makes her special in contrast to the other members of the family.
